Youth Education Grants 

 

The LPUMC Youth Education Grant Program will award a limited number of $500 education 

grants to graduating high school seniors from our church who enroll in post high school 

education. These grants will be awarded on Youth Sunday, unless otherwise noted. 

 

Eligibility 

 

Graduating high school seniors who have enrolled (or will enroll) in post-secondary education in 

the upcoming school year are eligible to apply. Consideration will be given to an applicant’s 

participation in the programs and ministries of LPUMC, as well as academic standing, 

community and school involvement, and other elements specified in the application. 

 

Applicants must submit a completed form that will include names of two persons who could be 

contacted as references and a brief attached written essay conveying how the applicant views 

his/her participation in and support of the church. 

 

Application forms can be picked up from the “Youth Education Grant Application” box on the 

table in the church’s work room, or can be downloaded from the church website 

(www.lpumc.org).  

 

Completed applications must be put in a sealed envelope and placed back in the “Youth 

Education Grant Application” box not later than May 1 of the current year.
