Ringing Bells for Salvation Army 
This time of year many of us look for ways to volunteer 
in our community.  Ringing bells for the Salvation Army is 
one HUGE way to volunteer and make a big impact for 
the Outreach United Resource Center, the OUR Center.  I 
believe that our congregation has taken a very active role 
as bell ringers for the Salvation Army for over the last 10 
years.  Bell ringing is an easy, fun, and acceptable way to 
raise money to help the neediest in our community.  All 
the money raised in Longmont minus 10% tithe to the 
Salvation Army in Denver, stays here in Longmont.  These 
dollars go to the OUR Center where we help individuals 
and families with rent and utility assistance.  
 
My appointment as a Deacon is beyond the local church 
to the OUR Center where I serve as a resource specialist.  
I have had firsthand experience with using Salvation 
Army funds to help pay rent for one of my participants.  
Jeff is a single man who works full time, but often has 
episodes of PTSD and anxiety disorder that causes him to 
miss work and lose jobs.  The OUR Center was able to 
assist him with rent money.   Jeff is also working with a 
job coach through Mental Health Partners to help him 
strategize and work through those challenging times 
when his mental health causes him problems.  Jeff has a 
case plan to help him stay on track long term, working 
with others to gain knowledge and skills, and work 
through his mental health challenges.    
 
We need your support.  This is a great way for individuals, 
families and friends to be involved.  The Salvation Army 
kettles will be located around Longmont beginning 
Friday,  November 24, to Saturday,  December 24.   All 
our kettle ringers are volunteers; and, if you are 
interested in  volunteering,   please contact Linda Henry 
at  303-775-1736 or email ljhenry44@gmail.com.   
 
Over the years of bell ringing, I have heard a number of 
individuals share how the Salvation Army helped their 
families during a very difficult time.  You may never know 
how the one or two hours you donate impact someone 
in poverty, but God knows.
